BAN TOKKU CHAPEL COMPLETED and IN FULL USE 
 

 
Over the past few years we have felt led to begin an effort 
to focus on Ban Tokku, a Lisu Village of 160 households. 
Many previous attempts to set up a church there have not 
panned out as there was no property secured. In 2007 we 
had the chance to take over a lot from another believer 
and in 2008 pastor Philip and wife moved there and we 
began to work with the handful of believers to establish a 
long-term ministry base. Though the access road is not 
yet paved, there is easy access and it is in a quiet area. 

 
The original building was renovated and expanded to be a 
parsonage on one end and a meeting place on the other. 
This site now has the space and good location to host 
short term seminars as well as hold regular services.  
 
REMOTE LITERATURE CENTER PROGRESS REPORT 
Last month we shared about this also, and though the 
work is indeed now mostly done, there are still critical 
needs remaining. Electrical wiring and connection, paint 
for the walls and wood work to protect from harsh weather 
as well as the equipment and set up needs. 
 

 
CURRENT PROGRESS ON THE REMOTE LITERATURE CENTER.  

 

-- Electrical concerns – wires, lights…………  …....= $750 
 -- Ceiling installation- heat guard…………………. = . 850 
 --Equipping–tables-,chairs,computers, paper/ink.= 1900= $3500 
 

Of these needs, the most urgent is for electrical wiring so the facility 
can be used to operate equipment and lights. If you can help, this will 
be one more step towards finishing the center for full use. Thank you. 

A NEW CHAPEL GOING UP IN HUAY SAH VILLAGE 
 

Over the past three years we have been focusing attention on a 
very old Lisu village in Thailand where a Christian presence has 
never taken root though many efforts have been made. By 
God’s provision an ideal site became available and so in the 
past 6 months the few members there asked for help in putting 
up a chapel. As a result, a number of our key leaders from 
Bethany village went up and in one week erected a 24 x 45 foot 
building – but only the main structure so far. During that week 3 
new families also came to the Lord. After intense teaching our 
team was thrilled to see 11 new people baptized into Christ.
